On Your Own Exercise No. 1 – for LESSON 1
Using what you have learned so far:
1. Open your OYO1-Start.psd in Photoshop.
2. And then save your work as OYO1-YourLastname.psd using File menu then Save As.
3. Using the Adjustment Panel and then select the Curves option. Adjust the background of the starting File that will make the background of the image looks like its night or make a dark background to make it look like night. Check sample output below.

4. Using the Brush Tool
a. Put a minor explosion on top of the famous Sokeh’s Rock (as shown below)
i. Tips:
1. Make sure to select the background Layer in Layers Panel (press F7) before creating the explosion.
2. Use the Brush Panel (right beside Mode in the Options Bar) to change the values of Brush like its Size.
3. You have to sometimes click multiple times in order to achieve the effect. [image: ]



b. Put a bigger explosion as shown below but use different Bristle type this time.

c. Put the Four Stars around the Explosion

5. Using the Adjustments Panel and then select the Hue/Saturation option and then experiment with the values Hue, Saturation and Lightness to achieve the same effect as shown below.

6. Using the Type Tool (Horizontal)
a. Type the word Pohnpei Bay at lower right of the picture. Check the final output for your reference. Use Style to give an effect to your font, see tip below:
i. Tip: Now use the Styles Panel (click WindowStyles) to change the color of your font/type and effects as well. Try to imitate my Font style by experimenting in the Styles Panel that I used to achieve same effect as mine or you could use another that suits more your taste.
