:
To add tables and then enhance images and insert them in your Web Pages 

Requirements
:
Output in Exercise 4

In this exercise, you will be adding tables to webpages in order for them to look more organized.  You will also enhance/edit images (pictures, logos, designs) using Microsoft Office Picture Manager or other Picture Editors,  and then insert them to your Web Pages.

1. Open index.htm.  Make sure that attributes to frames of header and navbar include scrolling=no , while master has scrolling=if necessary. (frameborder=0 to each of the three)

2. Add Home to navbar.  Open navbar.htm.  

Insert <font face="Arial">[<b><a target="master" href="welcome.htm">Home</a></b>]<br /><br />

Save, then close.
3. Open header.htm.  Add table to header.htm.  Do this by using following these tags:

(Later on, set table border="0" and remove bordercolor="blue".  These were just included for you to see the table)  Save then close.  Open in browser to see the effect.  The number of occurrence of tag  tr (table row) signifies the number of row, while tag td is column .  So in the header.htm, there’s 1 row with 2 columns.  Now  set table border="0" and remove bordercolor="blue".  

4. Add table to welcome.htm.  Follow these tags for the first row, columns 1 and 2, then continue with the rest.  Follow these steps also with other webpages where you want your presentation in tabular format.

  (Don’t forget to end with </center>.  You may add width to td , according to your purpose.

5. Open Microsoft Office Tools/Microsoft Office Picture Manager or Fastone Image Viewer  from the Programs Folder

6. Select Pictures to edit.

7. Auto-correct the Picture.

8. Resize the picture as you deem appropriate for your WebPage.

9. Edit pictures with various effects

10. Save the picture with a different file-name.

11. Repeat the process for other pictures.

12. You are now ready to insert the pictures.

Including images in a Web document is easy—you use the <img> (image) format tag. Just like the <a> anchor tag, the <img> tag has a single critical attribute, src=”graphicname”, and like the <hr> horizontal rule, it requires no paired close tag. To include the graphic banner.gif, use this HTML:

13. Open header.htm and insert replace &nbsp; with: (See  instructions above)

14. Decide what image/picture/graphics should you insert in other pages.

15. Suggestions: you may create a new webpage for pictures related to your classes, or for student outputs – Don’t forget to create tables so you know where to insert them..  You may put pictures of the textbooks that are linked to the publisher (example of this is provided below)
