Creating WebPage using Frontpage (continuation)

Requirements

Output in Exercise 6

In this exercise, you will continue adding webpages and other features to your Course Webpage Project.

1. Open folder Course WebPage 1, then right-click on index.htm, and choose open with FrontPage.

2. Continue creating your webpages until every item in the navigation bar has a specific webpage.

3. You can always open your old files and just copy the texts into the new webpage.  Save as the same filename as you’ve typed in the navigation bar.  Convert long file names into a shorter one though.  .

4. Now you are ready to make the links. Highlight “Home”, right-click, then choose Hyperlink.  Click existing file or webpage then look for the welcome file. Click target frame and choose I1.  Click ok buttons successively.  Change the font color into its original color, as this changed.  Repeat this process to all other webpages, saving your work each time you finish, and try looking at the result by refreshing your browser viewer.  You can always adjust the size of your Inline Frame by clicking on it and dragging one of its points to your desired size, so all the text in your webpages can be read.  If it is too long and will affect the height of the browser, then just drag up to a reasonable size.  Scrolling bar will take care of the rest.

5. You may click on HTML viewer to see for yourself the similarities and differences of writing tags from just using the Note Pad.

6. Now, add features to the front page.  You may want to put a preview of your announcements, and make the announcement webpage just a file or archive of all announcements you’ve made.  Or you may want to remove the announcement webpage, and just make new announcements on the front page every time it is necessary. So add a one-row one-column 150 pixels sized table below the navigation texts – add cell-padding=3.  At the top of the table, type “Announcements:” , shift+enter then type captions of announcements.  Make necessary formatting to texts, background, etc. as you may wish.

7. You may want to insert your contact info just below the header.  To do this, position your cursor after the last character of your header then control + arrow down button.  Table insert with 800 pixels and border=1 and change background color per your choice. Type your contact info – make necessary alignment and text formatting.  It could be more than one line.  Make e-mail addresses functional.  Highlight, right click then choose email.  This may have been automatic so you may not change anything.

8. Add another row in you navigation bar for “Links”.  Go to the last row, right click then choose “Insert Rows”.  Cut and paste the last text and transfer it to the row just above it.  In its place, type Links then underneath, the links that you may want your web visitor to consider.  Don’t forget to use shift + enter when going down another line.

9. Create links for these.  Highlight each item, right click, choose Hyperlink, then type the address of the link in the provided space.  Click target frame then choose New Window. Repeat for each.

10. Whenever you add rows, your inline frame adjusts so make necessary adjustments when you’re done adding everything.

11. Now, protect your intellectual property right by adding this on the space at the bottom.  This includes COM I.T. ’s requirement to declare that your webpage content is not a COM’s position.  Insert Table column=1, row=1, border size=0, alignment=center, then type these:

12. On the space after Last updated on, click Insert, then choose Date and Time.

13. You may want to include the link of COM’s WebMail link.  Open COM website then copy and paste the icon anywhere you like it to be placed, preferably below the l”Announcements” table.  Check if it is already linked to COM’s WebMail.

14. Refine everything.  Tomorrow, some additional features will be discussed plus some other issues such as CSS, Active links, and how to make your webpage a dynamic one.
