In late August 2012, Arizona State University was awarded the Pacific Islands Vocaticnal Training and Education for
Clean Energy (VOCTEC) program by the U.S. Agency for International Development {USAID] regional Mission in Manila.
The overarching abjective of the VOCTEC Pacific 1slands program is to strengthen the cadre of qualified professionals
and technicians to design, install, aperate, and maintain off-grid sclar PV energy systems by implementing efficient
capacity building activities in 12 Pacific Island nations, including the Federated States of Micronesia.

The program utilizes a tiered capacity building approach in which a comprehensive “train-the-trainer” workshop [tier 1)
on a regianal level is being followed and complemented by “technical PV training” classes {tier 2} an a local, national
level, thus multiplying and delivering training interventions more broadly across the Pacific Islands natiens.
