	The A.S. degree program includes up to 12 courses, and some do not assist students in achieving the M-level of learning.  Of particular concern in the Education Division were those education courses without M-level activities because course outlines did not include such activities or because there were no course outlines available.  

	Mechanisms for Measuring SLO: Assessment matrix.(shown below) 

	Numerous problems were identified with the use of the assessment matrix.  The primary problem was that certain education courses did not have course outlines at all:  ED 211, ED/WS 200, ED 212, and ED 292.  Also, among the 12 PLOs, eight did not assist students in achieving the M-level of learning.  Finally, in the particular case of ED 210 (Introduction to Professional Teaching), the course outline specified three (3) credits, while the General Catalog labeled ED 210 as a four-credit course.

	Seven recommendations for change in the A.S. degree program were made:  
●
Recommendation 1:  That the Education Department of the Chuuk Campus submit to the Curri​culum Review Committee for its review and approval a list of courses in fulfillment both of required electives and of education electives depending on state needs. 

●
Recommendation 2:  That such listed courses assist A.S. degree students toward demonstration of mastery (M) of the PLOs.  

●
Recommendation 3:  That the Curriculum Review Committee designate SS 120 and EN/CO 205 as the two required electives in Chuuk’s A.S. degree program.  

●
Recommendation 4:  That the Curriculum Review Committee establish, on behalf of Chuuk’s A.S. degree program, a field of courses to be offered in fulfillment of the education electives depending on state needs – ED 212, ED 215, MS/ED 110, SC 100a, EN 208, and any ED/CD 100 (particularly, ED/CD 100) – and that A.S. degree students may choose any five in fulfillment of the education electives.  

●
Recommendation 5:  That, once a course outline for MS/ED 200 is approved, the Curriculum Review Committee add it to the field of education electives depending on state needs.  

●
Recommendation 6:  That course outlines for five education courses – ED 210, ED 211, ED 212, ED/WS 200, and ED 292 – be revised no later than the end of the Fall Semester 2006.  

●
Recommendation 7:  That the Curriculum Review Committee, or an appropriate working group, design and develop a tangible instrument, such as a survey, in order to measure “student satisfaction”.  

	Results:

Action to implement Recommendations 1, 2, and 3 was taken and completed.  
●
In the case of Recommendations 4 and 5, ED/CD 100 and MS/ED 200 were dropped from consideration.  

●
In the case of Recommendation 6, draft course outlines were completed and distributed to stakeholders not only in Chuuk but also throughout the COM-FSM system.  However, no such course outline was reviewed and approved – to date – by the Curriculum Review Committee.  

●
No action was taken on Recommendation 7.  

	Comments:

	There is pending a proposal to remove the A.S. degree program at state campuses and to replace it with the A.A. degree program for Teacher Education being taught at the National Campus.  Such proposal, by definition, is intended to make fair and consistent course offerings at all campuses.  Certain advantages in the A.S. degree program in Chuuk may be lost.  
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The full program evaluation reported, dated July 13, 2006, is attached.
