	1a. Means of Unit Assessment & Criteria for Success:

For each Semester according to the courses offered, the Instructor will cover the usuage of a/many device(s) that are to be used via Lectures and/or Demonstrations.  The students will then be required to acquire the theory and practical aspect of the device(s), and be able to demonstrate basic understanding through to mastery on the device via theoretical and practical aspects.  

As in ET a student must know how to use NIDA which is classified as a device, to progress to other levels within the Program, thus it is the first device to learn.  Secondly the Multimeter, then Oscilloscope, and then many other equipments and components as covered in the course outlines of each courses. The Student will be tasked according to course syllabus as to whether these devices/tools are to be Introduced (I), Practiced (P), or Competent (C).

Students are assessed via:

· Quiz

· NIDA

· Practical

· Exit Test (Yet to be implemented).

· Employer’s Feedback

Since in order to be competent with a device/tool, especially the “tools of the trade”, a student must possess one, it has been the policy of the College of Micronesia Kosrae State to mandate a student to buy these devices, or at least be given the device to physically observe and use.
