	Program Level SLO Assessment: 

	A number of questions guided assessment activities.  The first and foremost was, “Is IEI a program or not?”  The second was, “What are IEI goals?”  

	Course Level SLO Assessment: None.  

	There were 10 IEI courses – most at the developmental education level.  None was assessed.  

	Mechanism for Measuring SLO:  COMET scores.  

	The VPIA office conducted independent research on IEI students’ scores on the COM Entrance Test.  Research finding indicated that only a small proportion of IEI students who complete the 10 courses passed the minimum cut-off points.

	Two recommendations were made:  
●
Recommendation #1:  That COM-FSM re-assess its intent and purpose for sponsoring Intensive English Instruction; and, if IEI is a program, that the Curriculum Review Committee develop a set of program learning outcomes (PLOs) appropriate at the level of developmental assistance.

Recommendation #2:  That IEI be reconceptualized as a non-degree or certificate program, or eliminated in its entirety.  

	Results:  

	Statistical research on IEI resulted in elimination of the program.
