	An analytic rubric with six criteria – general plan of organization, number of paragraphs, grammar, spelling, vocabulary, and comprehension – was applied to student essays in pre-/post-testing.  There was statistically significant improvement, within a semester, in three criteria – general plan of organization, number of paragraphs, and comprehension; however, no statistical difference was found through t-testing in the remaining three criteria.

	Pre-/post-testing and statistical research through t-testing of six criteria on an analytic rubric based on the COM Entrance Test rubric (holistic) on essay-writing

Textbook lessons on grammar review were attempted during the second semester, but there was still no improvement in its usage.  All the same, research data were shared with education instructors at the National Campus, and faculty prepared a course outline for a new course (ED 220) in order to attempt grammar improvement among students.  It is being taught for the first time during the present Spring Semester 2009.  Results are not yet forthcoming.  
●
Chuuk Campus instructors in the Education and English divisions prepared a series of vocabulary development units.  These units are now being field-tested in both division courses.  Results are not yet forthcoming.  
●
Spelling development units have not yet been designed and implemented.  

	Comments:

	It is expected that, during the Summer 2009, Education and English faculty members will review results of unit lesson plans, particularly on vocabulary and spelling.
