1. AA/Liberal Arts in Health Careers Opportunity  Program— In order to ensure the nutrition program learning outcome is met, better focus the program, and to reduce the number of credit hours to more manageable level for a two year program, the committee approved the following modifications/changes for the HCOP program.  Drop the four credits science elective requirement that students take;  a
add as requirement  SC 112 Nutrition; drop the MS 101 Algebra and Trigonometry requirement from the major.  Change the six credits to three credits math elective requirement under the major requirements to read  “One of the following:   MS 101, MS 150 or MS 152.”  Total credits 66. 

General Education Core Math Requirement— Recommended for approval to adopt changes to change math requirement  for the General Education Core to  read: Any 100 level or above math course.   

Agriculture Courses meeting the General Education Core Science Requirement—Agriculture courses to meet lab/non lab science requirement.  The   following Agriculture courses are the only Agriculture courses  identified and recommended for approval to fulfill the general education core requirements for science with  lab and non-lab science:  AG 101, AG 110 and AG 140.
