CERTIFICATE OF ACHIEVEMENT in PRACTICAL NURSING (40 credits)
Program Description:

This program is designed to provide students with technical knowledge, skills and proper work habits/attitudes necessary for employment as FSM Licensed Practical Nurses. Focuses on basic assessment skills, collection of pertinent data, use of basic critical thinking skills and effective communication with the professional nurse to implement safe patient care.
Program Learning Outcomes

Upon completion of the program, students will competently be able to:

1. Demonstrate basic health assessment skills to gather pertinent data.

2. Demonstrate use of basic critical thinking skills.

3.  Effectively communicate with the professional nurse to implement safe patient care.

4. Perform basic nursing procedures under the supervision of a professional nurse.

5. Practice infection control and patient safety measures in the workplace.
ASSOCIATE OF SCIENCE IN NURSING (44 credits)
Program Description:

This program is designed as a multiple entry and exit program where students can exit and enter the program at various levels of training and expertise, such as a Certificate Practical Nurse. The overall aim of the program though is to prepare students to practice nursing as a FSM Registered Nurse.

Program Learning Outcomes: Upon completion of the program, students will competently be able to:
1. Portray a professional nursing image and a caring attitude when at the work place and in dealing with clients.

2. Demonstrate knowledge of the nursing process.

3. Demonstrate use of critical thinking skills in assessing, analyzing, planning implementing and evaluating patient care.

4. Identify an area of need for health education in clients and give appropriate teaching.

5. Utilizes steps of the nursing process to provide holistic nursing care in a variety of setting.

6. Perform basic as well as specialized nursing treatments and procedures following departmental policies and procedures.

7. Demonstrate knowledge of  basic health assessment skills to gather pertinent data about the patient and take corrective action

8. Effectively communicate with the members of the health care team to implement safe patient care

9. Recognize emergency or life threatening situations and take proper corrective actions.
