b. Application of paint created rough feeling when touching the canvas.

c.   Student submit sketch and complimentary color used on a complete painting.


5. Student will be able to demonstrate depth and space in perspective painting by tonal quality of color or tinting and use of complimentary colors.

	a. Student will sense the space or objects gradually pushed away by the degree of tinting on color object such as land or seascape, or street posts on the side of the street.

Student will be able to paint close up object by the use of complimentary  colors through proper mixing of color and tinting..
	a. Student proper handling of white on colors creates a sense of distance.

b. Student submit complete painting using complimentary colors and white.


6. Distinguishing shape, size, quality and proportion by use of perspective.

	a. Student will identify the shape of object and their quality as it becomes less in detail through tinting.

b. Student will identify through the use of One or Two-Point Perspective how objects appear in detail to proportionally reduce in size when they are closer to the vanishing point.

c. Student will be able to identify the following type of lines used in perspective: horizontal lines; vertical lines; and orthogonal lines.  


	a. Student will apply color in value from intensity to less on closed up object and gradually reduced as they move closer to the vanishing point.

b. Student will use One point or two-point perspective drawing to observe objects as they appear proportionally in detail in bigger size at closed up and gradually reduce in size and detail as the move toward the or vanishing point. 
c. Student indicate the Vanishing point on the horizontal line.  All horizontal lines are parallel to the base and disappeared into the VP.  



7. Student will be able to identify  different methods of painting.

c. Student submit a watercolor and acrylic painting each for a & b.

d.   Student turns in a one-page write up on watercolor painting and acrylic painting.

9. Maintaining Art Supplies in good condition.
