· describe the stages of development of the digestive system 

· define medical terminology associated with the digestive system 

· describe the mechanism that regulates food intake 

· identify the external and internal gross anatomical features of the kidney

·  explain the structure and physiology of the ureters, urinary bladder and urethra

·  describe the developmental stages of the urinary system

· explain the organization of neurons in the nervous system

·  identify 3 basic functions of the nervous system

· define medical terminology associated with the nervous system
