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Intensive English for ESL Students: Writing

ESL 086b is a continuation of ESL 078b. This course is designed to further improve students' facility in the use of academic English language writing. The course will include the use of the computer lab to aid in the development of reading techniques. Computer lab time will be included within the allotted class time. Although students in this course will be assessed independently from ESL 486a (reading) and ESL 086c (listening and speaking) the aim of these three courses is to form an integrated, thematic unit designed to give the students an intensive English course to prepare them for college​ level English usage.
