I.  COURSE OUTCOMES:
A.  General:

1. The student will be able to produce a drawing with charcoal.

2. The student will be able to use a variety of techniques to make letters for posters

and bulletin boards.

3. The student will be able to make a poster.

4. The student will be able to make a collage.

5. The student will be able to create a mural.

 B.  Specific:
      1.  The student will be able to produce a drawing with charcoal.

Student Learning Outcomes
Suggested Assessment Strategies

1a.   The student will be able to demonstrate awareness of the ways in which the charcoal can be used to create many kinds of visual characters that can be important in organizing a drawing.  The students will become familiar with the kinds of visual characters and how they are made.
1a. Introduction of charcoal: how it is made locally and can be used as a medium in the 

classroom. Its visual characteristics of making

kinds of strokes, dots, and lines are important to

be introduced to the students.



1b.   The student will be able to use charcoal to draw contour of shapes.
1b.  The student will use charcoal to draw an outline of three of the following:  a ball, a leaf, a cucumber, a banana, a coconut, a squash, and a mountain.  The student will draw dark lines on each side of the given objects.  The drawing will be evaluated according to the following criteria: proportion, lines, contours, and direction.



1c.  The student will be able to use charcoal to draw shapes from light to dark.
1c.  After the shapes of the objects in 1b. are drawn with charcoal, the student will use his/her finger to rub one side of the contour line of each object to create light to dark.  The drawing will be evaluated according to the following criteria: dark/light, values, and transition of a color to another.



1d.  The student will be able to use charcoal to draw four contours of any simple figures and color each from dark to light.
1d.  Using charcoal, the student will draw outlines of four figures located next to his/her drawing paper.  He/she will then color the first figure with darker color and will color the following three figures with light to lighter color.  The drawing will be evaluated according to the following criteria: proportion, clarity,

contours of the shapes, and transition of 

values from one part of the drawing to another.



1e.  The student will be able to use charcoal to draw lines and shapes.
1e.  Using charcoal, the student will draw one diagonal line and outline expanded U shapes connecting to both sides of the line.   The drawing will be evaluated according to the following criteria: lines have to be in various sizes to express far and close and given shapes must be drawn visually close to the given models or figures.



1f.  The student will be able to use charcoal to create the illusion of 3D.
1f.  Using charcoal, the student will draw a diagonal line and draw two sets of expanded U shapes.  One set is to be drawn shorter than the other connecting line.   The drawing will be evaluated according to the following criteria:

The selection of using dark/light must be clear

on either dark to light or vise versa to give the  

illusion of 3D.



1g.  The student will be able to use charcoal to create illusion of space.
1g.  Using charcoal, the student will draw at least four vertical lines in different heights and sizes.  The lines will be drawn from large to small and from high to low.   The drawing will be evaluated according to the following criteria:

The values of black color between the sections of one part to another part must be clearly drawn to express deep, shallow, flat, or round. 



1h.  The student will be able to use charcoal to combine lines and shapes to create a simple drawing.
1h.  Using charcoal, the student will draw at least four simple drawing of different kinds of shapes such as a branch of a tree with different arrangements of leaves.  The drawing will be evaluated according to the following criteria:

Student must use all the three kinds of rhythms:

progressive, repetitive, and alternative for the arrangement of shapes and sizes of the lines have to be clearly drawn to give dimension.



1i.  The student will be able to use charcoal to draw the shape of a tree by using dots.
1i.  Using charcoal and given an outline of a tree, the student will be able to fill up the outline with different sizes of dots to create the illusion of dark and light.  The drawing will be evaluated according to the following criteria:

The shape of the tree must be drawn from dots. 

Dark/light can be created from the intensity of the dots (when the dots are close together they will give a dark value and when they are not drawn close together the value is light.



1j.  The student will be able to use charcoal to create a drawing from using dots and simple shapes.
1j.  Using charcoal, the student will use the techniques in 1h. and 1i. to create a simple scene.  The shapes will be used for trees, and dots will be used as mountains, landscapes, or beaches to make a simple scene.  The drawing will be evaluated according to the following criteria: The combination of dots and masses

must be clearly drawn to show the simple scene.



1k.  The student will be able to use charcoal to draw a simple scene from the composition of dark/light.
1k.  Given a simple scene, such as a cliff divided into four sections, the student will use charcoal to draw the sections from large to small at the left side of the paper. On the horizon is the sun with dark color on the top and light color drawn close to the sun.  The cliffs will be colored from dark to light to give the mood of a sunset.  The drawing will be evaluated according to the following criteria:

Dark/light, progressive rhythms, and clarity of the sunset and its reflection on the horizon or 

on the subject matter that may be expressed.



1l.  The student will be able to use charcoal to draw and arrange objects according to their intensity.
1l.  Using the cliffs from 1k., the student will use charcoal to draw grass and rocks using the same color values of each of the cliffs.  From the cliffs to the sun, the student will color the ocean from dark to light.  The foreground will be colored dark and, as the coloring goes, their values will be changing from dark to light gradually toward the horizon.  The drawing will be evaluated according to the following criteria:

The distance should be expressed from the sizes

of the rocks and grass and the values of grass and rocks should be gradually changing as the

coloring goes from either dark to light or vise versa.

1m.  The student will be able to make a charcoal sketch of objects.
1m.  The student will obtain an object outside of the classroom, such as a fruit, a leaf, or a small tree.  After observing the object for two to three minutes, the student will sketch the contour of the object using charcoal.  The drawing will be evaluated according to the following criteria:  The given shape has to be 

drawn close to the actual model. Lines, texture,

and dark/light, or shadow must be used to give the dimension of the object. 



1n.  The student will be able to draw a charcoal contour of an object.
1n.  The student will be given an object to draw using charcoal, such as a banana, an apple, a cucumber, or a flower.  the student is instructed to draw the contour line one side darker than the other side to give dimension.  The student will then rub the lines on both side of the object to give a soft edge.  The student will also draw the shadow and its values.  The drawing will be evaluated according to the following criteria:

The value of the shadow has to be cleared and the contour line has to be drawn according to 

dark and light following the give contour of the

object. Parts of the object have to show the light

and dark sections of the object.

1o.  The student will be able to create a simple charcoal drawing from a given scene.
1o.  The student will select a scene by looking out the classroom window. The scene should include a coconut tree or a taro plant.  The student will then create a simple charcoal drawing of the scene. The student will observe the patterns, lines, and sizes of the grass and the leaves of the coconut or the taro plan.  The student will consider the textures of the objects in the scene.  The drawing will be evaluated according to the following criteria: The drawing elements such as: lines, shapes, size, rhythms, dark/light, patterns, and color values must be used on the drawing. They must be emphasized

to show that the student has learned their usage in the drawing of the given scene.



2.  The student will be able to use a variety of techniques to make letters for posters 

and bulletin boards.

Suggested Assessment Strategies

2a.  The student will be able to name the types of fonts and their uses.
2a.  Quiz on the characteristics of the fonts

and their particular uses.

2b.  The student will be able to select appropriate fonts for posters and bulletin boards.
2b.  The student will write the word Pohnpei in appropriate font and size for posters and bulletin board.  The lettering will be evaluated according to the following criteria: The selected type of font

and its proper sizes to used for the given

title.



2c.  The student will be able to arrange three kinds of fonts for a given title.
2c.  The student will be given a title and asked to select three kinds of fonts and three sizes of letters to be used for the title.  The letters will be arranged left and right alternatively from the center, flush left, and flush right.  The lettering will be evaluated according to the following criteria: The instructions to be followed  must be given for the arrangements: horizontal, vertical,

or diagonal.  



2d.  The student will be able to create letters on either condensed or expanded form to accommodate a given space.
2d. Given a long and a short strip of cardboard, the student will write the word Pohnpei in condensed form on the short one and expanded form on the long one.  This activity can be done either vertically or horizontally.  The student is allowed to use a computer printout.   The lettering will be evaluated according to the following criteria: The given strips have to have equal

margins on left/right and top/bottom and the given spaces on both strips have to be  

properly accommodated with the letters and spaces between each.



2e.  The student will be able to uniformly space letters by using his/her eyes, a guide, or a ruler.
2e.  Given printouts of words such as Pohnpei, Kitti, and Madolenihmw, the student will cut the words into single letters and use his/her eyes, a guide, or a ruler to space the letters uniformly.  The student will then attach the letters to a bulletin board.  The lettering will be evaluated according to the following criteria: Spaces between the letters, sizes of the letters, and

balance.



2f.  The student will be able to create letters from cardboard or colored construction paper.
2f.  The student will create upper case letters of a given word or words (such as “Merry Christmas”) from cardboard or colored construction paper, then cut out the letters to use be on a poster or bulletin board.

 

2g.  The student will be able to select and create appropriate fonts to be used for titles and subtitles on a bulletin board and use the letters for a bulletin board. 
2g.  The student will select a font type, print out or cut out the letters for a title and subtitle following a suggested layout, and attach the letters to a bulletin board.

   3.   The student will be able to make a poster.

Suggested Assessment Strategies

3a.   The student will be able to organize, layout, and create a poster.  


3a.  The student will select a topic and organize and make a poster using geographical organization.  The plan must incorporate three sizes of fonts and include fonts of three different sizes. The student will use a legend for specific information.  The poster will be evaluated according to the following criteria: Clarity and simplicity to understand the information from the visual materials and the sizes of the fonts used on the titles, sub-titles, captions, and other important parts of the poster. 



   4.   The student will be able to make a collage.

Suggested Assessment Strategies

4a.  The student will be able to select an appropriate topic for a collage, select the appropriate concept for organizing a collage, and create a collage.
4a.  The student will determine an appropriate topic for a collage, organize the collage, gather the materials, and create a collage.  The collage will be evaluated according to the following criteria: Orientation, organization, perspective, 

 visual materials, simplicity, and clarity of the message to be delivered.



     5.  The student will be able to create a mural.

Suggested Learning Strategies

5a.  The student will be able to plan, layout, organize, and draw and paint a mural.
Student will use his/her drawing pad to draw a rough plan on a suggested theme which can be based on: past/future, orientation, geography, cycle, ecology, etc.
