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ARCH 101 ARCHITECTURAL COMMUNICATION

General Description

The course is an introduction to architectural communication. Students will use drafting tools such as pens, pencils, triangles, and T-squares to produce perspective drawings. Students will render a variety of farms and spaces and will incorporate shade, shadow, texture, human figures and foliage to effectively communicate ideas three- dimensionally.

Objectives

Student will sketch objects without the aid of drafting tools. 

Student will identify and draw profile and outline edges of three​ dimensional objects.

Student will render three-dimensional views using two methods of perspective drawing.

Student will draft with straight edges, pen, and pencil. 

Student will draw on sketch paper and clearprint vellum. 

Student will render shade, shadow, and textures an three-dimensional forms using a gradation of values and a variety of patterns.

Student will render human figures and trees and shrubs in perspective. 

Student will write sentences and notes using architectural lettering styles.
