d. multiple sentence structures and patterns

e. variety of word choice; and

f. accurate spelling .

3. The students will be able to assess Chuukese elementary secondary level writing using the aforementioned rubrics.

4. The student will be able to translate English into Chuukese and vise versa in a manner consistence with the above referenced elements.

5. The student will write arguments in Chuukese employing appropriate language level and usage.

6. The student will be able to paraphrase ideas of written Chuukese literature and write them in narrative forms.
