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Course Description: This course is designed to expand literacy skills by promoting  academic writing skills in the Pohnpeian language in a wide range of  subjects and topics. Emphasis will be directed at developing student competence in writing essays, readers, and other Pohnpeian literature. It also aims at developing student confidence in writing in Pohnpeian to commensurate their writing skills in English to enhance their academic performance. As a writing course, this course will complement the Pohnpeian orthography.
