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This module will develop knowledge and skills related to primary health care, with particular emphases on dispensary management and decentralized health care. Students will learn about challenges facing the health care system in this region and the role of the medical professional within the political process.

Students will learn how to examine a health care program and how to plan and implement changes to better serve the users of the health care program.
