GENERAL OBJECTIVE:

Students who take Introduction to Literature/EN201 will read and analyze plays and poems representative primarily of the western literary canon in English. Students will learn the basic literary terminology associated with the different genres of literature. They will also become familiar with the historical and social backgrounds of relevant works and authors. Students will be introduced to various ways literature may be interpreted as well.

SPECIFIC OBJECTIVE:

1.
Students will become familiar with the basic elements of narrative fiction (short​story), to include plot, character, setting, point of view, tone, mood, irony, imagery and symbolism, theme, etc.

2.
Students will become familiar with dramatic comedy, tragedy, satire, romance, and fantasy.

Students will become familiar with the basic elements of poetry to include rhyme and other devices of sound; foot and meter, imagery and figurative language, persona, tone, and irony.

4.
Student will develop an awareness of the cultural context in which each of the works studied was produced.

5.
Student will become familiar with relevant biographical data on those authors whose works are covered in the course.

6.
Students will develop an awareness of the different ways that literature can be interpreted.

COURSE CONTENT:

Because the course covers three genres of literature, it can be divided into three parts, each part of which covers a specific genre discretely. At the instructor's discretion it may also be organized in a way that the three genres are covered together throughout the course. However the course is structured, it should deal with the following three genres relatively equally.

1.
Short-Story: Because of the introductory nature of the course and the amount of material that needs to be covered, the novel is not a practical genre. Any anthology of short stories that includes a wide selection of authors and encompasses works of differing historical periods (to include recent works) will serve the purpose. It is best to introduce students to stories from a variety of authors, historical periods, and geographical (or cultural) areas.

2.
Drama: Try to give a sense of the historical development of drama. One of the plays of Sophocles might be a good place to start. While the language of the plays of Shakespeare might be difficult (particularly for those with an ESL background), students have responded well to them in the past when sufficient help was provided. These should provide perspective to any modern plays read and discussed. Videos may also be used to appreciate dramatic performance since access to live plays is severely limited.

3.
Poetry: Again, the course will try to give a sense of the historical development of poetry. Students often seem to gain a better appreciation for the various types of poetry by attempting to produce various styles of poems modeled on the readings. A lot of time may need to be dedicated to providing cultural background information to make readings intelligible. If available, recorded readings may be used. Student readings of poems to the class also helps the students "connect" with poetry.
