Students will learn expressions of "-b-desu" style used to show the speaker's emotional                                                            
emphasis in familiar speech. They will also build up their ability of verbal expressions by 
learning the -E form of the verbs used to express capability.

7. Culture;


Students will be able to understand the society in Japan and will learn some habits and 
manners in both business and daily life through dialogues and video materials.
