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COURSE OBJECTIVES:

I. GENERAL:

1. To provide the student with a basic understanding of music fundamentals

2. To provide the student with opportunities to learn the basics of keyboard and guitar and recorder.

3. To develop a collection of keyboard and guitar songs

4. To build confidence in instrument playing and performance skills

II SPECIFIC OBJECTIVES:

1. The student will demonstrate an understanding and use of the following musical terms: treble & bass clefs, bar lines, measures, time & key signatures, basic notes - whole, half, quarter, eighths, rests, sharps & flats, repeat sign, ties & slurs.

2. The student will read and follow rhythm notations.

3. The student will read notes of various pieces of music and play them on the keyboard.

4. The student will write at least two lines of music, demonstrating use of correct symbols and signs.

5. The student will learn the names of the orchestral instruments, the groups they belong to, and method of playing.
'

6. They student will learn the major and minor chords and demonstrate their use through playing songs on the guitar or keyboard.

7. The student will create a collection of songs suitable for both keyboard and guitar.

8. The student will learn the techniques of a variety of composers and be able to identify important facts about the composers.

9. The student will learn the techniques of a variety of rhythm instruments and incorporate them into songs.

10. The students will demonstrate a knowledge of music terms and symbols: andante, allegro, moderato, vivace, piano, forte, retardando, diminuando, fermata, etc.

11. The student will participate in one concert given for the COM student body at the end of the semester. (Spring 1995)
