I. Course Objectives:

A. General:

At the end of the course:

· The student will access their prior knowledge in interacting with any text to make sense of what they’re reading.

· The student will re-examine the Chuukese language.

· The student will use various reading strategies to construct meaning.

· The student will make informed decisions, using Chuukese as a medium for thought.

· The student will show appreciation and positive attitude toward  the language through reading.

· The student will respond to text from a range of stances.

· The student will be able to read and comprehend the various types of materials written in Chuukese.

B. Specific: 

At the end of the course: 

· The student will read college level reading materials in the Chuukese language and demonstrate high competence through comprehension exercises, vocabulary usage, appropriate speed, and other semantically related exercises, etc. 

· The student will be able to identify or describe parts of speech, tense markers, classifiers and grammatical features of the Chuukese language.

· The student will able to develop supplementary elementary and secondary reading materials in Chuukese. 

· The student will be able to critically examine and/or edit his/her own or others’ written works in light of the recommendations of the standard Chuukese orthography and sound reading practices.

· The student will be able to read for a variety of purposes 

· The student will be able to describe the basic elements of the Chuukese grammar.
· The student will write and read argumentative essays in Chuukese.
