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Course Description:

This course is designed to provide the students with the basic understanding of the Yapese language with the emphasis on reading. Students will be able to read reading materials appropriate for college level with comprehension. They can tell what kinds of discourse they are reading such as exposition, narration, description, persuasion, etc.
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I. Course Objectives:

A. General:

· To provide opportunities for the students to re-examine the Yapese language.

· To address the importance of a uniform spelling and segmentation.

· To encourage students and promote writing in Yapese.

· To enable the students to read with comprehension and appreciate the various types of reading materials written in Yapese.

· To enhance students skills in teaching and promoting Yapese reading.

B. Specific: 

· At the end of the course, the students will be able to identify, describe, produce and use plain and glottalized consonants along with the short and long vowels in their reading of the Yapese language.

· Students will be able to identify and describe parts of speech, tense markers, classifiers and grammatical features of Yapese.

· Students will be able to demonstrate fluency and accuracy in their reading of Yapese sentence, paragraph and essay writings.

· Students will be able to critically examine or edit own or others’ written works based on their reading of the materials. 

· Students will be able to demonstrate full understanding of reading practices and skills used in teaching Yapese.

· Students will be able to comprehend and make good judgment whether an article was based on facts or an opinion.

· Students will be able to follow complicated direction/instruction written in the vernacular.

· Students will be able to read graphs, charts and maps.

· Students will be able to paraphrase/retell what they have read.

· Students will be able to scan and skim for information.
