2. Don’t forget also to write your contact info at the top of the webpage next to the header.  Your email address should be visible.

3. Other issues that you might consider:

a. Using a Cascading Style Sheet (CSS) Template

You can always use a CSS Template, but you will have no originality and uniqueness.  Others might be using the same design.  This could be used if you need to rush in creating a webpage.  Furthermore, adding another webpage could be a possible problem.  If you want to try exploring this possibility, follow this link: http://csstemplates.org/webdesign-templates.html or   http://www.freecsstemplates.org   - free one - you just have to download this and open it in a browser, then change the data/info/images with your own.

b. When downloading a material (text, image, picture, etc.), please be conscious of intellectual property rights.  You always have to acknowledge the source so you will not be plagiarizing someone else’s work.

c. It’s a different thing if you just pattern your design to a work and enhancing and personalizing it further to make it unique.

d. Abide by the COM-FSM I.T. Policies if you will be uploading your web using the college’s system as your host.

e. Endeavor to always update your website (at least a month) so it will not become a dead website.  If you are not changing anything for quite a long time, chances are, your site will not be browsed anymore and the purpose of putting up a website is defeated.  You can add even a quotation every week to make it appear that you “maintain” your webpage.

f. You can also make your webpage dynamic – this is against static.  A dynamic website is one with some movements on the screen – you can do this using flash (a Macromedia Flash maybe), or some other features of advanced version of FrontPage.

g. Putting pictures/images always make your site substantiated besides its aesthetic value.  Using pictures of sceneries that you captured yourself is highly recommended.  You can use Photoshop, Fastone Viewer and other picture editors to enhance them, before using them in your webpage.

h. As I’ve always pointed out, be conscious of consistency and harmony of fonts, colors, etc.  You should make the appearance of your webpage uncluttered to attract viewers.  Since our priority clients are our students, consider the attraction of your webpage to teenagers.   

4.  To make collage (header), I’ll just send you pointers on this.  Also, don’t hesitate to consult me anytime, regarding your webpages.
